Lac de Lambon. A large, inland lake with a sandy beach, watersports, children’s play area
and little train. Pushchair-friendly path all around lake. At Prailles. 4 miles, 7 minutes.

Mouton Village. Walk amongst the gentle sheep and marvel at the sheep-shearing
demonstrations and sheep dogs at work. At Vasles. 20 miles, 30 minutes.

Les Iles de Payré. A swimming pool with waterslide, a miniature port with small electric
ride-in boats and karts on grass for children from ages 3 to around 10. At Payré. 29 miles,
45 minutes.

Parc Floral de la Belle. Enjoy the colours and scents of more than 20,000 plants, trees
and flowers surrounding a 14th century <em>maison de maître</em>. With water games, a
petting farm and play areas for children. Shady picnic areas.  At Magne. 37 miles, 1hr. 

Le Petit Train Pibalou. Take a 50 minute ride by scenic railway. Alternatively travel the
country roads by horse-drawn carriage. Or hire bicycles complete with child seat or baby
carriage. At Coulon. 27 miles, 40 minutes.

Zoodyssée de Chizé. Animals in their natural environment. With otters, vultures, wolves,
cicadas, tree frogs and more. With mini farm and play area. At Villiers-en-bois. 32 miles, 50
minutes.

Atlantys. Lots of pools at this indoor swimming complex including a baby pool. Right next
to the boating lake and childrens playground at the riverside. At St Jean d’Angély. 46 miles,
50 minutes.

Aquarium de la Rochelle. With tanks of vividly coloured fish, touch pools, panoramic
tunnels and wandering water turtles (the aquarium rescues turtles washed up on the
beaches). At La Rochelle. 58 miles, 1hr 10.

Coulon. An irrestibly photogenic little town from which to hire a punt and gently navigate
through the water playground of the Marais Poitevin. Look out for otters! At Coulon. 27
miles, 40 minutes. 

La Vallée des Singes. Monkey world. Watch your sandwiches as the monkeys swing in
the trees just above your head! At Romagne. 30 miles, 40 minutes.

Additional Information

Try and squeeze in a trip to the medieval town of Cognac, home of the world famous
brandy. Even if your children are too young to tolerate a tour around the distillery, head
for the lovely riverside Parc François 1 with it's beautiful lawns, streams and bridges with
paddling pool, bouncy castles and nature walks. 



The Marais Poitevin is the jewel in Deux-Sèvres crown with its marshes, channels and
waterways winding gently through a luxuriant landscape of trees and shrubs.
